By signing the application forms you are stating that you have understood and agreed to abide by these rules.  Any person seen to be breaking these rules to gain an unfair advantage over fellow exhibitors will be excluded from all future events.

Applications to exhibit will be taken on a first come first served basis. Once the show has filled, applications will be added to a waiting list with cheques being held but not cashed.

Applications will only be accepted if submitted with a quality image of your work along with a cheque for the full amount.  Artwork for posters, flyers, the website and advertising will be taken from these images so it’s in your interest to send the best possible representation of your work. All exhibitors will have an image of their work on the website. If you want a web link from that image on the site, direct to your own website  please contact chris@potfest.co.uk  (£15  extra )

The Rules

Only studio potters may apply, no large manufactures, companies or artists who paint blank, bought in wares.

All of the work on display must be ceramic and produced by the person on the stand and whose name is on the application form. You must be present throughout the show.

Cancellations of the show before the cancellation deadline will result in a £50 administration fee. Cancellation after the deadline will result in the loss of all monies paid.  This is not negotiable.

Cancellation deadlines can be found on the next  sheet.
When available electricity is restricted to those requiring it to power their products and not for lighting.  Electricity can’t be guaranteed even if it is requested.  If your work must have power or lighting then you’ll need your own silent power source.  All electrical products must be pat tested.

Stands with high sides can steal their neighbour’s light, present scruffy backs to adjacent exhibitors and inadvertently reduce the overall aesthetic of the show.  Anyone with a stand taller than 1.5m must make it clear on their application forms.

Everyone occasionally produces seconds.  Selling them as such at the show is perfectly legitimate – however signs proclaiming “special show offers” “end of lines” “bargains” and other market tricks are not.

Be aware that participation will involve YOU removing and then replacing large tubular metal gates.

Each exhibitor must have their own public liability insurance.  I must have received a copy of your liability cover one month prior to the show at the very latest.  Failure to produce proof of cover will result in your space being allocated to another exhibitor and you losing all monies paid.
